-OPENING-
Voice: To show the entire new line-up for Arcade Network’s Old Time Saturday Explosion—the very weird host of “Area 52” and “Ultra Dare”, Dr. Thinker! 

(Dr. Thinker enters his mess lab—the studio where “Ultra Dare” is film at. Near his chair is Diane, his robotic helper on Area 52. They are collection of many kids—no one younger then six but no one older then fourteen.)

Diane: I hope you like my work.

Dr. Thinker: It was outrageously awesome work! 

Diane: X-ray active. Scanning for Adam Apple…Found it. Been vesting traveling to different times with your special Media Stealer?

Dr. Thinker: You got me pegged.  The Fine Suits [The Members of the Network Board] that own this cable channel want me to find old cartoons for their Old Time Saturday Explosion. Now, what is the Old Time Saturday Explosion, you may ask?  It is an explosion of cartoons from the past—going from 8:00 AM to 12:00 PM every Saturday. It’s took a lot of energy out of me. Here is the first cartoon, at the 8:00 AM slot, “The Time Fixers”
(Diane’s chest opens up to show a color television set with logo of the “The Time Fixers”)

THE TIME FIXERS
Tagline: “It’s Time to Fix History!”

Period of Airtime =1989-1991
Shows: 58
Type: Education -- History/Superheroes – Anime Style

Summary: In the year 7777 A.D., when another rotten genius alien girl, Oga, gets annoyed. She sends a robot to the past via her time machine. Oga is a member of Grays—but there is another alien from the same race as herself, Oga’s rival in the time traveling department, Kaya. Kaya and her friends—go to the location of the robot crushing Oga. To prevent trouble Oga’s robots had photographic shields preventing Kaya’s group from taking photographs to show Oga’s uncle who is the President of the United States that Oga is breaking the law—by changing the past. Kaya and her friends knowing they are breaking rules by time traveling—use Grag’s alien-outfits that give them the powers to fight against the robots—and call themselves The Time Fixers who fight against Oga’s Time Wreckers

TIME FIXERS:

Kaya = She is a full-member of the Grays. The Grays are human in looking—the reason for the scares in the past was their old spacesuits.  Kaya’s alien outfit was base on her race old gray spacesuits. She has a big knowledge of Earth’s history. Her great-great-grandfather meeting the U.N. Members in 3012 called by historians as the first official alien meeting recorded in Earth’s history. She kept the energy container for the Time Blaster on her belt of her spacesuits. She also has a gas cannon that unleash a memory gas that erases their knowledge of their effect from the people around them as well as the Time Sword that is the on-switch for the Time Blaster

Grag = He is a half-Earthling, half-Maya. The Maya race has been pretty much pals with both Grays and Earthlings. His space suit was Red.  He has the Flame Ax/Flame Cannon that makes the bottom of the Time Blaster.
Tori = She thinks is only full Earthlings on team left—after the arrivals of almost every aliens in the entire universe. Her spacesuit is Pink, her favorite color. She has the Time Bow.  She built the Time Chasers bikes that if someone is late—they can suit and use the Chaser to meet up with the team in the past. 

Vox =Vox is Flytorian—a race that come from a giant dragonfly. His suit is Yellow. He has the Time Draggers that balance the Time Cannon.

Kogi = Kogi is a Kaya’s best friend. Kogi give Grag the idea for the suits. She is a Drawfian. She is not small—her race comes from a Dwarf Star. Her super-muscle saved the timeline on more then one occasion. Her suit is Blue. She carried the Time Lance. 
Rex = Angry at all of the robots get drestory and compare to a dinosaur by Kogi, Oga steals of one of Greg’s suits—and discover the weakest mind race in the entire universe—a half-human/half-Wormtorian.  Oga’s plot was to send Rex’s back to the past to drestory the dinosaurs. Oga’s plan was to make sure the gang defeated Rex as if she was one of Oga’s bots, his bones will be discovered—and Kaya’s gang would be arrested for their time travel—and he been free to mess up here. They did not count on Oga’s Mind Control Sword to break. His suit is Green—but time travel takes a toll on her body. He takes only take 30 trips to thought time before he become history—and usually starts in Oga’s head—but if the robot is too tough—she takes a Time Chaser. He had the Time Staff.

Lori = Rex’s girlfriend. She is a half-Saurian, half-Earthling. She takes over the Green suit to get revenge on Rex’s death at the ends of Oga’s bots. She is not totally brain dead, but she is not a genius—but she vows that she will get Oga for Rex’s death. 
TIME WRECKERS =

Oga = She is the rotten genius Gray girl that caused all of the problems. She watches her Time Bots attacks on the monitor in her room. She gets headaches when her robots are defeated

Dr. History = Oga’s computer that allows her to create her Time Bots and watch them wreck history.  It forwards her about the mysterious Time Fixers. He can grow the bots when Oga wants them to.
Time Bots = Oga’s minions of the day. 


Time Orbs = Time Orb are smaller bots that prevent the Time Fixers from locating the Time Bots in the past—drestory the Time Orbs, allows the gang to locate the Time Bots in the past.
ALLIES:

Atlantis = A landmass with that summoned the Time Fixers. It had the production that the Time Fixer could stop Oga’s giant bots. He gives the Time Warriors to help Time Fixers against the giant Time Bots. He also gives Rex a Time Warrior believing him to a pal of Time Fixers. 
BEHIND THE CARTOON: Weird Pizza Inc. had bad era with 1984-1987 cartoon. Their critics claimed they not even remember in the year of 7777 A.D. The fans thought their 1978-1981 cartoons had gotten themselves cursed for famous 1959-1962 action show, “Crazy Knights.” Weird Pizza Inc. wanted to world to view as famous and not cursed. They teamed up with Crazy Mecha Studios—a famous Japanese studio known for their Super Sentai-style cartoons. The Japanese studio was working on something called, “Hentekorin Takokujin Jikoku-Fikusa” (Loose translation as ‘Weird Alien Timefixers’) which becomes “The Time Fixers”.

Dr. Thinker: Did that affect you, Diane?

Diane: That show was little rough on the robots—if you ask me. I hope the next is just humans vs. humans—or bots vs. bots.

(Diane’s chest opens up to reveal the logo of the Space Bots.)

Tagline: “Fighting Evil in the 30th Century”
Period of Airtime = 1980-1981
Shows: 65

Type: Superheroes – Sci-Fi Type / Robots / Action 
Summary: On the Dark Sun, the evil computer, Doomara is cooking up threats. On Earth, genius computer expert, Donna Data creates a team of six robots to brawl Doomara’s monsters. Disguising her self the Space Bots commander, she leads the bots: Beta, Mack, Weirdo, Wanda, Whip, and Energy. When the going get tough, Mack, Weirdo, Wanda, Whip and Energy merge to form ultra-powerful Spacebot to deal with the villains of Dark Sun. Beta doesn’t combine with the other—but she is the most important robot—she powers up the merge form of the other five bots.

BEHIND THE CARTOONS: Lost Head Films was getting to known for its logo then its cartoons. It turns out help come from New Edo Media, a toy company that created a five bot that can merged into one. New Edo Media and Lost Head Films team up to create the Space Bot cartoons. It worked—Presently, Lost Head Films working on a “Space Bots” movie.
-DR. THINKER- 
Diane: That was fine pick, Thinker.

Thinker: We not finished yet--we handle the 9:00 AM to 10:00 AM cartoons after this commercial break.
Diane: You had better not dare yourself to go away!
(Commercial Break)

Dr. Thinker: Welcome back. So, what hour are we on?

Diane: I believe we are 9:00 AM to 10:00 AM hour.
Dr. Thinker: This time, we were getting medieval—“The Elements” will air at 9:00 AM.
Diane: What is that about?
Dr. Thinker: You see….

“The ELEMENTS”

Tagline: “Legendry creatures fight evil on a medieval-style planet”

Period of Airtime: 1985-1990

Shows: 122
Type: Super-Heroes – Fantasy / Action
Summary: Evil has been affecting the world of Cyaliora. Five creatures awaken after imprisoned by a famous knight. They were once regular humanoids of the planets—and they make a vow to fight evil in all of its forms. Long the way, they learn that their reason for being is the knight’s grand-grand-grand-daughter—and see that the world has change for the better because their old actions.

THE ELMEMENTS:

TERRA: Was a scientist in Geartown in Techtara—She has turned herself into a tree-like monster. She destroyed Techtara. She asked the knight to imprison her—and the knight did. 

WINDO: Was a thief that attempted to steal the magic weather control of Daronida, and he punished by the magical force shield and turned into a human tornado for it—which destroyed Daronida. The knight defeated Windo and imprisoned him.

FLAMMUS: Was a master of magic in Lorizaz, until a rival framed him for a crime he did not commit. Flammus tried to kill the rival, but rival throw Flammus into a river of magic lava. As a flame monster, he attacked the knight and got imprison on the knight’s defeat of him.

MERIDA: Believes that she did her terror for the greater good. Long time ago, she was the great Princess of Lirata until an evil lord forced every girl to become slaves. She was befriend by the guardian of the slave camp-and was may have gotten out of her slave life—but someone had discovered the guardian of the slave was a forgotten female—who discovered the lost tail of Merida, a legendry mermaid who was know for fighting evil. The female had studied the chains of the slaves were in—and was planning on get her only friend—the ex-Princess to help get her out—but before she can get freed—an earthquake happened—and they fall—they were freed—but the ex-Princess lost her legs in the fall. With her body freed up, she was able to put the tail on the ex-Princess—who become Merida. She flooded the city and left it to drestory the evil doers. For sometime, Merida took care of the planet, until her past come back to hunt her. ALLIES:
Sir Eyre Dyaron: He is the Knight that imprisoned. He visited the Temple of Future. The priest told her to locate and imprison Four Elements in order to make sure they were around a century later. His ghost helps them locate new problems. 
Crystal Dyaron: She is the Knight’s grand-grand-daughter-and the one that freed them. She thought she did wrong thing—until the Elements took her to the Temple of Future. She did her job—she was supposed to free the Elements when the evil appeared at the Temple of Justice. 
BEHIND THE CARTOON:  In the 1920s, the pulp novels were getting a little too nervous for Paw Prints Inc. They decided to go into “The Elements” novels—“The Elements” novels were fantasy-based novels with a staff of people working under the name of “Queen Coxida”. It was a hit—lasting over a zillion books. In the middle of the 1980s, the Paw Prints joined forces with Miller-Web Media Projections—a cartoon branch of Spectrum Films. The cartoon was a success-with some changes to history—having Terra being a walking-tree instead of a rock monster—and clothing the slaves in Merida’s origin in muddy brown clothing. One fan remarked on when “Princess Merida” episode of the 1980s version was place on the InterTV website, “Good thing for the audio—if we did not have that—I would swear that I am watching Terra’s origin.”

Tagline: “Solving the weirdest mystery on the face of the Earth”

Period of Airtime: 1979-1983
Shows: 52
Type: Mystery / Comedy

Summary: A group of teenagers who put on TV show called “Weird TV Inc.” gets caught in very weird mysterious. They use their knowledge of history, television tricks, and super-natural to solve fake super-natural mystery or stop real super-natural creatures.
BEHIND THE CARTON: Weird TV Inc. was going to a live-action movie—but it could never get off the ground of the print pages. Gumball Cartoons wanted to turn into a cartoon. The writer expected it—and died before he can tell his name to Gumball Cartoons, they called him “Thomas Door” after the famous writer. It was not after the show run--which Gumball got ironic news—they give the correct name to the dead man who died after giving his idea to Gumball Cartoons. The show had a decent run. 
-DR. THINKER-
Diane: That was weird.

Dr. Thinker: You are not whistling Dixie there, Diane. Next up is “Space Knights”
Diane: It is either going be an anime space opera or another superhero team 
Dr. Thinker: That is a secret.


(Diane’s chest opens up to reveal the logo for “Space Knights”)

Tagline: “A group of aliens get stuck on Earth in King Arthur’s England.”

Period of Airtime: 1982-1985

Show: 45

Type: Action / Sci-Fi / Fantasy 

Summary: In another attempt to kill her half-brother, Lady Morgan Fe Lay, opens up a time vortex—bring a crooked bound alien and his friends from the 90th century—and his rivals—an group of alien police officers. 
BEHIND THE SCIENCES: Little Ben Studios cooked up this show for the United Kingdom. It conquered with audiences in the U.K. and even made some decent money in the U.S.A. Recently; LBS unleashed a DVD of all the episodes—that the U.K. and U.S.A. fans are picking up as if it is going out of style.

-DR. THINKER-
Dr. Thinker: Now, do not judge a cartoon by its title.

Diane: Of, course. Can we take a break?

Dr. Thinker: Sure, we handle. After this—we handle the 10:00 AM to 11:00 AM hour. 

(Commercials)

Dr. Thinker: Welcome back—we are half-away done with this special. If you want to see more of me—catch me at weekdays on 5:30 PM for “Ultra-Dare”.
Diane: Talk about shameless plugs—but if you want to catch both us—you can—by watching “Area 52” on weekends at 4:00 PM. 

Dr. Thinker: With the shameful or shameless plugs done—your pick, please—let us get back on track. We are delivering to you the cartoon for the 10:00 AM to 11:00 AM: For the 10:00 AM slot is “Sailor Earth”
(Diane’s chest opens to reveal the logo for Sailor Earth)

SAILOR EARTH

Tagline: “Ancient Forces return to fight evil in the modern Earth”
Period of Airtime: (Japan) 1985-1990. (U.S.A.) 1995-2000
Shows: 200 

Type:  Magic Girls / Anime

Summary: Atlantis is not the name of a lost island—but the old name of the Earth. Centuries ago, ruled by Queen Seashell and her family—but one day, Queen Eris from the Shadow Dimension attack—forces Queen Seashell to use the Royal Earth Crystal to send everyone to the Earth. In the present era, Terra awakes the Sailor Earth inside of normal Japanese junior high student, Erika Eyakiji. Sailor Earth mission is that fight the dark forces that threat to the world. Sailor Earth also discovers the other eight Planet Princess of the Peaceful Era to help her fight the dark forces.

BEHIND THE CARTOON:  The best show for Eat-Your-Noodles Films was their   “Jewel Warrior Sailor Earth” series. This was the series that “Gem” writers, Terry Blake & Misty Carx dub while waiting for permission to update “Gem”. Period of Airtime: 1983-1987

Shows: 60
Type: Girl Show / Sci-Fi / Showbiz --- Music World 

Summary: Using Holo, a super-hologram computer, Georgina Benton becomes Gem the mysterious lead singer of Gem and the Beamers. Only the Beamers, Gem’s biological and adopted sisters know Gem’s secret identity. They tried to survive the chaos caused by their rivals, the new wave band known as “The Nightmares.”

BEHIND THE CHARTOON: According to “Cartoon USA Magazine”, the writers know as Terry Blake, Jessica Vanity-Stone, Misty Carx, & Betty Vine were the back-bone writers of the series—even know Vanity-Stone can create a weird adventure that can send the audience to “Some pitch me, I can’t believe this happening” level in their minds. Recently, “Unicorn DVD” had unleashed the entire original series on DVD.
-DR. THINKER-
Dr. Thinker: I need break.


Diane: Sure thing—but we return after this commercial break for the final hour.

(Commercials) 

Dr. Thinker: (Tosses an empty plastic soda bottle at the camera.) I am back to normal. Can some please tell me the hour were at it.
Diane: We are on the final hour--11:00 AM to 12:00 PM—the final round. 
Dr. Thinker: Let me see what is in the 11:00 AM slot show is…“The Mermaid Squad” is the 11:00 AM slot.

Tagline: “Evil is all washed up”

Period of Airtime: 1989-1994 

Shows: 120 
Type: Superheroes – Half-Mutants / Adventure / Action

Summary: In the 1960s, Dr. Snot kidnapped four girl teenagers from their homes in New Tokyo, Florida. The police arrested him for the kidnapping—but they were no body or kids found.  Sometime in the 1970s, the police decided to called Dr. Snot’s case a “cold case.”  In the 1980s, May O’Brian, a famous zoologist discovered the four teenagers on behind of the mysterious benefit—who turned out to the evil Dr. Snot. The four teenagers been changed into mermaids by Dr. Snot machine. Dr. Snot was original know Steve “Atlantis Is Real” Tons—and he had a plan to kidnapped the teenagers, mutant them into mermaids, and speed them foreword past death, fake Dr. Snot’s death, and use their bones to proof that Atlantis is real—but one of the kids hit the machine hard enough to drestory it. Upset, Dr. Snot put the mutant mermaids into a deep sleep-and leave to steal the items need for his “Fast Life” machine—but got jail time instead. May took the four teenagers to her home, an old mysterious lighthouse of the coast of New Tokyo.
Tone: Unlike the Teenage Mutant Ninja Turtles or the Street Sharks, it is usually light for the mutant mermaids—despite having no legs and having Dr. Snot wanting their bones. 

BEHIND THE CARTOON: Worried that they was possible of fans would get totally annoyed by mutant superheroes who were hated by government, militarily, police force, and/or the normal citizen, May O’Brian created “The Mermaid Squad” has a way to prevent this from happing. Some critics had stated the following: “With out the hate of a group, it’s just a regular toy cartoon.” Despite the critic, the show and toy line was success for all fans. New fans to this series asked, “Why do they [The mutant mermaids] always get cheeseburgers?” The answer is Cheesy Sandwich Films that series—and the cheeseburgers were an in-joke on the studio’s name and its logo—that was a Cheeseburger with the studio name being the cheese (Cheesy) and the beef patty (Sandwich Films). Presently, they are rumors of a 3D animated movie coming to theater soon.
-DR. THINKER-
Diane: That went swimming. 

Dr. Thinker: Of course—finally yet importantly—a new twist on the old cliché—last but not least -- it is our final cartoon for the Arcade’s Network Old Time Saturday Explosion. For the 11:30 AM slot is “Goldhawks “

Tagline: “This force is golden.”
Period of Airtime: 1982-1984, 1984-1986 

Episode: 30, 30

Type – Sci-Fi / Action 

Summary: The Space Anti-Law Gang (T.S.A.L.G.) is causing trouble of the universe. Only one force can stop it—the Goldhawks—a group of cyborg humans can stop it.

BEHIND THE CARTOON:  This is first cartoon in history that had two studios working on it—the companies were “Insane Cereal Inc.” and “Peanut Butter Films”. The characters were more important to “ICI.”, but the action was more important to “PBF.”  
Goldhawks Inc., the makers of Goldhawks got upset with the bad action in the “PBF” last season, they canned the line—and the show went into the vaults for a long time. Now, they have been rumors floating thought Goldhawks’ fan pages that “Cold Cereal Films” are working on a new version. 

-ENDING-

Dr. Thinker: So, if you are bored of modern cartoons—just set your cable or satellite box to your channel—and relax with some of your old pals from the past.
